Integrated Pest Management (IPM) training sessions for school IPM coordinators and other school personnel with building administrative responsibilities in accordance with the New Jersey IPM in Schools law are being offered by The NJ Environmental Federation (NJEF), Clean Water Fund, the NJ Association of Designated Persons (ADP), and Rutgers Cooperative Extension.  





IPM coordinators will receive certification of attendance to fulfill the MANDATORY ONE TIMEONLY training requirement as stated in the NJDEP Pesticide Control Program regulations at N.J.A.C. 7:30-13.3  Training does not need to be repeated, although many folks return for an annual refresher.    





The sessions will help Principals and IPM coordinators properly implement the IPM law in regards to such things as Non-pesticide pest management; parental notification; the 72-hour notification rule; low-impact pest management; record keeping and dealing with pest emergencies.
